In 2016 I was able to move into a 3-bedroom house. The rent was $625 a month and was a good fit for my income. But shortly after the nightmare began, that when you find out what is wrong with the place you moved into. 
Toilet stool that should have been replaced years ago.
A bathtub that was spray painted to make it look good, but soon started peeling paint 3 months after we moved in. Tub was spray painted several more times before I moved out in 2021.
Leaking roof that was patched but never really fixed. 
Peeling paint throughout the house because of a cheap grade of paint that was used. 
Furnace that was never cleaned before I moved in and at no time while I lived there.   

I was fortunate enough to have extra money that I was able to put into the house to do some repairs, but I did not want to keep spending my money because I did not own the house. So, I asked if I could buy the house. 
Owners came in from New York looked around the house and declared that they were not going to sell the house. They also told me that they would raise the rent to $1100.00 a month in 60 days (about 2 months) no repairs included.  
I moved out in 40 days in the middle of a housing crisis, increasing rents, and Landlords demanding 3 x the rent in income to an apartment.  I was able to purchase my own house in 2022 thanks to my student loans being forgiven.
Update on the house I moved out of early 2022: Within a month of me moving out another family was moving in. By observation I could tell that there was no substantial rehab done on the house. None of the items I mentioned above were not repaired. That new tenant is moving out
